Each prisoner is interviewed privately and encour<!lged 

to give his side of the story. Family badground, educa­

tional training and work experiences are obtained from 

th(I individual, Relatives, neighbors, schools, former em• 

ployers and various agencies are requested to furnish 

pertinent information which will aid us in securing a 

proper relationship with the prisoner, 

Every prisoner ~nows that he may request an inter­

view with those in authority at any time, and many avail 

themselves of t his opportunity to present personal prob­

lems and secure assistance.
